IN writing this handbook on the Law of Agency I have
adopted the plan of stating the law which governs the
subjeet, in a series of econelse rules, supported in the text
by the decided cases upon which those rules are fopnded.
In doing this I have deperted from the usual practice of
merely giving references bo casen in footnotes : my object
being not only to provids the reader with a number of
reforoness, but also to sot out for bhim in the text suech
extracts from the cases themselves &s se¢em necessary to
support £nd illnstrate the rules and prineiples laid down.

Io the Appendiz will be found the Facters Act, 1880
(32 & 53 Viel e 43), and Part IV, of the Sale of Goods
Act, 1893 (56 & 57 Viet, c. T1); which, togethar with the
varipus seetions of Statutes which I have found necessary
to introduce into the text, will, I think, comprisze all the
Statutory Law which bears upon the subject.

I trust that, by adopting this arrangement, I shall
render my book useful, not only as & work of reference
for practitioners, but also as a guide to students of the
Law of Agency. '
