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INTRODUCTION.

A wew edition of (letiesis being called for, the anthor
has been indoced, at the suggestion of severe] friends,
whose oplnlon ehe values, to re=wiite the subjects
entirely; in order that they may azree with the
sabzaquent historical parta of the Tescher Tanght.
Those who have nsed this work, will have observed
& considerable difference betwesn them ; arising from
the fact, that the subjects in Genosis were originaily
drawn up for classes in which the children wera
unable to read. The teacher was required o fell the
children the history in the form of & narradive; and
efterwands to questlon them upon what they hed
hoard. ‘The chapters, therefore, were not taken in
regmlpr order; and, comsequently, the guestions
meraly touched upon leading points in each charac-
ter. Bafore Exodos wae printed, the circumatances
which led to tho plan for Genesiz were englrely
changed; and the sobscquent parts of the Teacher
Tanght were formed for gesoral use, sed for higher
elagsas, They may still be used for the lower closses,
by omiuing the more difficult quesilons, and such
lessons as young children wonld not be able to deduce
from the narmative.

The fnloses of the mabjects in the book of Genewis,
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has presanted a difficolty to the anthor's mind, It is
necassary to keep the book within & moderate eize,
end yet it iz difficolt to withbold the instroction so
sbnndantly contoined in this part of Grod's word.
She wonld, therefore, remind  toachers, that she has
only stiampted to sapply hints; which they will,
under the sesching of God's Holy Spirit, amplify in
the way of explanation amd application to snit the
state of their classes, and the cases of their individual
scholare.

It will not Le necéssary to ssy mach wpon the
metheod of osing the smhjests, as that bas becn Folly
explained in the firet part of ithe work, iz,
% Diowtrines and Duties of the Word of God ;™ bit, for
the informetion of those who bave pot scen this part,
it may be desirelle to repent a few of the obscrvs-
tivns which sepm nccessary in order to onderstapsd
the intention of the book.

1at. It iz important to remembaer, bt it 1 too oftan
loet sight of, that thosc‘who are not sble to resd
may obtain considerable knowledze of Seripture
truth; to impart this is the geand objecs of Sunday
Behool teaching.

&d. It must be remembered, that the present work
in & halp for Tricwess, not a catechism for scholars;
therefore the children are not to be taoght the
answers. They should be indeced, by appropriste
and multiplicd questiona, to give the s#rse in their
own words
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#d. The Little addresses, which are interspersed with
the view of applying the subject to the children’s con-
erienoes, khould not be resd to them. They arc in-
srted in order to lead the teachers’ mind to 8 trein
of thought, which they may give out in their cun
wards, and apply as they think fit.

4ih. There are many answard which the children
canngt be expeciod to give. The teacher will by to
alicit the sobstance of these answers by variows and
repested guestione

It may sppear to omne partiies that meny words have
been wsed which might have been changed for more
simple omes.  This has baon done Gesignedly ; for the
beok is intended for Tesowees rather then for scho-
lars, and the eathor wishea them to make themes]ves
thorontehly scquamted with the meaning of words,
and to take every ¢pportmnity of explaining them to
their scholars. Tha latter will thos beesme mors in-
telligent hearera anud readers of God's word ; whether
in the house of God or elsewhers.

The primary mesning of & word should be made
known ; and then the various ways in which it is
otherwise applied. This mathod will explain many
texts of Seripture whieh are frequently misundersicod.
Indeed this is, in itself, s most nsafnl exercise, See

In conclusen, the author wonld commend this at-
tempt to benofit the lambs of the fock, to the bless-
ing of the Great Shepherd, May He use it Lo the
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promotion of his glory in the salvation of soula, May
an abnndant blessing rest zpon onr Sunday Scheols.
May the teachers drink decply of the fountein of life,
and then come forith on the Sabbath, to load (heir
yoong cherge o taste of that blessedness which they
can recommend from their own cxpericnce ; testifying
of thet which they know of the pleasnpiness and peacs
which are to be found in wisdom's woys. Y chework
be undertaken in this spirit, then may we confident]y
expect that God, even our own God, will give us His
bleming. May He do o for Hig dear Son's sake.
