The Companies Acis, 1862 to 1900,

Memorandum of AUssociation

1. The name of the Company is * Tug MusicAr AssocIA-
TioN (Incorporated 1gog).”

2. ‘The registered office of the Company ahall be situated in
England.

3. The objects for which The Mueical Association (Incor-
porated fgog)is established are to do all or any of the following
things for the purpose of attaining the objects so far as
allowed by law, and observing and performing whatever may
be required by law in order legally to carry out such objects—

(4} The reading of papers on subjects connected with the
art, science, theory, practics, composition, acoustics,
history of music and the construction of mus:
instraments, with discussion of these subjects and
the giving of illustratione in reference to the papers

(8} To compile, publish and distribute a report of the
papers read or abstracts of the same, and abstracts of
the discussions in the form of & volume of
# Proceedings,” together with a list of the Council,
officers and members, and a report of the progreas of
the Association for the year. )

(c) To establish, subsidise, promote, co-operate with,
receive into union, become a member of, act or
appoint trustess, agente or delegates for, control,
manage, superintend, provide monetary assistance to
of otherwise assist any associations, societies and
institutions, incorporated or not incorporated, with
objects altogether or in part similar to those of The
Musical Association,

(p) To give monetary assistance to any person or persons
for the purpose of eangn’ng out investigations of such
subjects as are specihed in paragraph (a) and are
cognate thereto, .

(r) To acquire offices, halle and cther places of meeting,
and to form libraries of books and music for the use
of the members,

(F) To invest all moneys of the Association not imme-
diately required in such legal securities, or otherwise
in such manner as may from time to time be
determined.

{c) To do all other cognate and lawful things as are
incidental to the attainment of the above objects,
Provided that in case the Association shal]l take or
hold any property subject to the jurisdiction of the
Charity Commissioners for England and Wales, the
Association shall not sell, mortgage, charge or lease

‘.guch property withoot such corsent as may be
required by law; and as regarda any such property,
the managers or trostees of the Association shall be
chargeable for such property as may come into their
hands, and shall be answerable and accountable for
their own acts, receipts, neglects, and defaults, and
for the due administration of such property in the
same manner and to the same extent as they would,
as such managers or trustees, have been if no
incorporation had been effected ; and the incorpora-
tion of the Association shall not diminish or impair
any control or authority exerciseable by the Chancery
Divizion or the -Chanty Commissioners over such
managers of trustees, but they shall, as regards any
such property, be suobject jointly and separately to
such control and authority as if the Association were
not incorporated. If the Association taks any
property on special trusts the Agsociation shall only
dedl with such property in accordance with such
trusts.

4. The income and property of the Association, whence-
sogver derived, shall be applicd solely towards the attainment of
the objects of the Aszociation as set forth in this Memorandum
of Association; and no portion thereof shall be paid or
transferred, directly or indirectly, by way of dividend, bonus or
otherwise howsoever by way of profit to the members of the
Association. Provided that subject to the provisions con-
tained in clanze 6 hereof nothing herein shall prevent the
payment in good faith, or remuneration to any officer or
servants of the Association, or subject to the provisiona
hereinafter contained to any member of the Association, or
other person in return for any services actually rendered to the
Association.

5. The 4th paragraph of this Memorandum is a condition on

which a hcence is granted by the Board of Trade to the
Association in pursuance of section 23 of the Companies

6. If any member of the Association pays or receives any
dividend, bonue or other profit in contravention of the terms of
the 4th paragraph of this Memorandum, his liability shall be
unlimited.

7. Provided further, that no member of the Council or
governing body of the Association shall be appointed to any
salaried office or any office paid by fees, and that no
remuneration shall be given to any member of such Council or
governing body except repayment of out-of-pocket expenses,
and interest on money lent or rent for property demised to the
Association. If any payment shall be made to any member,
or any act done in contravention of the provisions of this
clayse, the liability shall be unlimited of any member who
shall receive or make such payment or do such act after he
has been advised in writing that it is contrary to the provisions
of this clauze, Provided further, that this provision shall not
apply to any payment to any railway, omnibus, tramway, gas,

ic lighting, water, cable or telephone company o ich
a member of the Council or governing body may be a member,
and such member shall not be bound to account fer any share
of profits he may receive in respect of such payment.

8. Every member ofthe Association undertakes to contribute
to the assets of the Association in the event of the same being
wound up during the time that he iz a member, or within one
year afterwards for payment of the debts and liabilities of the
Association contracted before the time at which he ceases to
be a member, and of the costs, cherges and expenses of
winding-up the Association, and for the adjustment of the
rights of the contribumtories among themselves, such amount
as may be required not exceeding £71 sterling, orin case of his
liability becoming unlimited, such other amount as may be
required in pursuance of the last preceding paragraph of this
Memorandum,

g. If upon the winding-up or dissolution of the Association
there remain after the asatiefaction of all its debts and
liabilities any property whatsoever, the same shall not be
paid to or distributed among the members of the Association,
but if and so far ae effect can be given to the next provision,
shall be given or transferred to some institution established
with similar objects, as may be determined by the membera of
the Association at or before the time of diesolution, or in
defanlt thereof by such Judge of the High Court of Justice as
