The name of this conntryis Hayrr, To Americans
it presents an important and interesting study in whatever light regarded,
—whether viswed, a8 the publicists of Europe repard the Union, as a new
political experiment ; or historically, as the home of & coming race, to be
nomposed, like the English, by the mingling of varioas bioods ; or philo-
sophically, for tho purposs of learning lessons for omr own mational
goidance sod inatraction from the ssnguinary chrowicles of its wers of
Indepeadence, But it ie to the friend of the Block, and, nbove all, to
the coslaved and persecuted rcks in Americs, that Hayt presents the
most important problem ; to both it has & kigher than & merely speculs-
tive interest; for to the philanthropist it snggests the thought of o doty
to be performed, and to the proscribed it offers & home and & distinetive
Nationality. -

First interested in Hagti by the rare cloquenes of Wendell Phillips,
1 pailed for Cape Haytan in Jaouary, 1859, for the purposs
of describing the country sad ita people. During my voyage to the
Island, a Revolotion was successfully accomplished; an Emperor was
banished, and a Presidens installed, A new historical ers had opened.

and in many instarces contradictory, and desivons of correeting my first
impressions by more extendod studies, T apuin spilod for Tayti in Jooa,
— disembarking at Gonsives ; from which, in Joly, I mads & pedeatrion
tour to the American colored settlement st L'Arcahaio. From thet fartile
distriet, I sailed to Port-an-Prince, whoro T resided antil my departore in
September,

My third visit wes mede in July of this year, for the purposs of explor-
ing Tortags and the other insolar dependoncics of Hayt.

In the mean time, among ether patrintic projocts of progress, material
and moral, which the Government of President Geffran] hod devised, way
the plan of invidng an immigration into Haytiof all the enlightened and
Industrions mon of African descent, in the States and the Provinces of
North America, As an Abolitionist and & Republican, T flt &
double intercat in this project, —for ot only will it bo an agency of
strengrthening = colored Natien, by developing ita resouress, intredncing
new inventions, and brinsing to bt also moral sourees of power, ond thos
demoustroting tho copacity of the meo for seifpovernment, but it will
carry out tho programme of tho ablest intelleats of the Repoblicen Tarty,
—of surroucding the Soutlern Stetes with o cordon of freo Inbor, within
which, like & scorpion girded by fire, Slavory mast inovieshly dis.
There 8 no commtry i tha world better adapted for the enlture of cotton,
eugar, rice, snd other Southern stuples, than Mayt. AR that it needs i
Inborers, intelligent and indosrions, to devoto themeelves to the work,
Thus, with the lever of an ealightencd immigration in Heyti, the colored
men of America conld greatly aid in overtarming the system of chattel
Slavery in the South.

Brought into correspondence with the Government of Hayti, X ang-
jrested & number of gonarantees to immigrants that shonld be officislly an-
nodneed ; all of them, and many others subsequently asked for, (which
will be found in the following pages) wero immodintely and pablicly
canceded. Tt will be found, also, that, in its desire for su enlightened
immigrntion, the Qovemnment hos transcended, not the demands onlr,
hut the expectations of the fricnds and representotives of the colored
people in Americs. Requested to indicnte the messures that ehould be
employed to inform the clasa of immigrants invited of the natare of the
country, tae offers and intentions of the Govermment, and oll the facts
which mep, soeking o uew Lome, are usturally desivous of learning, T
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suggested, among other , the publication of a Guide Book, the
establishment of & correspording office in the Stoted, and the appoint-
memt of Apents to visit the varions localities in the Union and Canada
in which thers are setilements of men of African deseemt. This pro-
gramma was adopted, and I was asked to take chargs of its exacntion.
I accepted the position, and preparved this book. The expericnce that T
poined in the Kansss work bad tanght me that it is neither possibla
not deatrabiles to put inte a Guide Book—for I onea attempted to do so
—all that intending emizrants will ssk. Henes, in this valumeo, tho
reader will find the essential fucts only ; for forther information, he must
apply, personslly or by letter, to the ofica In Boston, whers certified
eopiea of the Governmental paaruntecs, the joornals of Hayti, books of
referonce, maps, spocimens of the oree, snd of the stmplo cultores of tho
Ieland, will be found.

All that scrtion of this volume entithed * Cfficial Part,” is snthorized
by the Government of Hayti, having boen submitted to the Minister of
Exterior Rolations, and other members of the Cabinet of President
Greffrard.  The original Documents bear the Beals of the respeetive De-
partmenta from which they cmanatod, or to which they wers submited
for eonfrmation, For the rest, I have given my asutlorities, or writa from.
my parsonal knowledge.

Tho Tland of Hayti, originslly divided between the Fremeh and
Spanish, but reunited under Presidont Boyer, in 1822, returned to its
eclonial politica! divisions in 18438, from canses which it woald be entering
into the domain of politics (o enumerste.  Sinee thet time (he Domini-
can Eopublic has beld o lazge portion of the ancient Eastern or Spanish
Pari, end the Governments of Hayti the Western, or old French Part,
with considernble annexntions, As both FParts sre needy similar in
their naturel festures, whilo writing in detuil respecting Ilayti, I have, at
thy samo time, inserted a penersl geogmaphical view of both of thees
Divisions.

The translations are by varigns handa; all of them ame extremely
literal, Tho Map sccompruying the Geffrard Edition is the most ac-
curate hitherto published.

name, the grest navigator substituted that of Hispaniols, in
honor of Spain, his adopted country.

It was the first land in Amerios on which Europesns were to-
settle, and it was the first where the peaceful abeorigines whe
inhahited it were to fhll beneath the devouring aetivity of their
new musters. ﬁeﬁfaeﬁiqﬂu,nﬁnﬂiﬁ'ﬂdiﬁﬁaﬂﬁwﬂy
were gubdued, some by the flattering manners of the Bpaninrds,.
and the rest by the furce of their arms.
