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BIOGRAPHICAL NOTICE.

Toeobor CHRIETLIRE was born at Ledwigsbure, in
the kingdom of Wilrtembarg, on the $th of March, 1833,
He is a fellow - townsman of I David Frederiek
Strauss, the aathor of the infidel * Life of Jesns™ His
father iz still living, as dean in Ludwigsburg ; his grand-
futher and zreat-zrandfather held the same position in
the Btate Church of Wirtemberg.

Christlieh reccived his classicol cducation at Maul-
bronn and Thbingen; in the former place he was a
pupil of ithe famona Greck sehotar, Dr, Binmlein. He
entered, in 1851, the University of Tdkingen, to which
Germany is indebted for a large number of profound
theologians.

His teachers at the University were Oehler, Landerer,
‘Bmk, and Baur. He learned from all of them, but fol-
lowed none cxzclusively. They needed not to being
him to Christ, as he came to the University, true to
his name (Christlich), a lover of Christ. After having
honorably passed his theologiesl ezamination, he re-
