The number of words introduced is about five thousand.
These include all those sbout which people are most apt to
differ, or to be at 8 loss. And wherever, in such cases, the doubt
is removable by appeal to established rule, or to reputable ueage,
the rule, or the vesge is either given, or referred to,in & brief
explanstory note.

Where, as often happens, the ear is likely to mislead the eye,
as in spetling dac’ #gl, (tyd), and due’ tile, (file), re code’, (code), and
#ue ceed, {eced), the words presenting such points of resemblance,
are purposely put under each other, This i done in order to
inculcate these differences by the force of comparison,

In more than half of the Exercises the worde are all defined,
Many, moreover, are further explained in notes; while sll are
divided into syllables and duly sccented.

Iy the Ky 1o THE ProxusciaTion, on the next two
pages, you will find, for your guidance, & number of
little marks or signs over, under, or aeross the several
letters to indicate their sounds. It is necessary to be
perfectly familiar with these.

Observe, also, in etndying your lessons, how each
word is divided into syllables, and which syllable bears
the mark (") of the accent. This last is very impor-
tant ; for (among other reasons) s change of accent
often involves an entire change of wmeaning. Thus,
col lect’ means fo gather together ; but col' lect means o
ahort prayer.

Between the two words coun' sal or and coun’ cil or,
you notice, there is little, or no difference in sound.
But, in the apelling, there 4a a difference. In coun'-
el or, you obeerve, the second syllable is sel ; in coun’-
eil or, the second syllable is il

Differences of this kind often lead to mistakes in
epelling. Henee, when such cases oceur in the lessone,
a8 often they will, they muet be carefully noted, for
this will serve to fix them in your mind.

TO TEACHERS.

Tarzx are few things in which the art of questioning
ean be more sttractively and effectively employed than
in the conduet of exercises such as the following.

Every mark or #ign, accompanying the letters, what-
ever ite office, to say nothing of the various offices of
the letters themselves, will farnish opportunities for the
nse of this method.

Why, for axample, we may ask, in the word yaoAt’-
ing, are the letters e printed in sfalics # What means
the mark (') over the first syllable! Does the mark
of the accent affect a particular lefter, or a particular
ayllable ! How does aocent differ from emplasis?
What is the meaning of the dot under the g 1n yackt'
ing? Does it denote one of the Regular or one of the
Occasional sounds of that letter! How many Regular
pounds has each of the vowelsi How many Occasion-
al? Has the letter & any sound except those laid down
in the Ker, as Regular and Occasiongl? (See Ban-
ders’ Union Speller, p. 37.)

These questions may take any desirable range.
They ehould bring out, at least, everything, whether
in the TexT or in the wores, that may serve to illus-
trate the words under notica.
